Installation

User controls
On / Off

The user can switch the unit on or off. When the unit is off
the display is disabled and the setpoint outputs goes to 0V.
This can be overridden by the remote setpoint.

Setpoint

Setpoint adjustable between 12 and 32ºC. Setpoint displayed
whilst being adjusted and reverts to display temperature after
5 seconds. Display shows rSP when remote setpoint active
and no setpoint adjustments are allowed.

Automatic setpoint input (Remote Setpoint)

When the remote setpoint is active (≥1V) it is fed through to
the setpoint output, unit displays rSP. The unit On/off setting
is overridden when the remote setpoint is active. When
setpoint displayed press INC and DEC together to show
remote setpoint voltage

Removing front plate

To remove front plate carefully insert slotted screwdriver
into slot on bottom edge of thermostat and lever forward
making sure plate does not fall.
